The CNCôs 2011 Water Test was held from August 26th to August 28th at Codorus State 
Park in Hanover, Pennsylvania. This yearôs event was particularly eventful and was a water 
test to remember. This chapter in Calzaôs travels is aptly named since Virginia had an 
extremely rare 6.8 Magnitude earthquake the week of the test.

The junior water title (WD) test was held first, followed by the senior water title or WRD. Both 
tests went well and were well attended. Unfortunately, this writer ended up experiencing an 
unfortunate turn of events. I was sitting at a picnic table with a few of the ladies from the CNC. 
The yellow jackets were out in full force and were being quite aggressive. I went to take a sip of 
my Coke, only to be stung on the upper lip by a yellow jacket already enjoying my beverage. I 
ended up taking the WRD pictures while experiencing my first allergic reaction to a bee sting. I 
ended up finishing my roll of film on the WRD Test and left to find some Benadryl.  
 
I strongly encourage the CNC to add Benadryl to the first aid kit taken to events. It could have 
saved valuable time while I was suffering from a severe allergic reaction. My face swelled up to 
twice its normal size and I was experiencing trouble breathing by the time I got the proper 
medication.

The 
water tests ended up being cancelled on Sunday. Park officials wouldnôt let us in the water due 
to the bad weather and resulting strong currents. 
Sunday was also the day that I discovered the extent of the damage my hometown suffered 
from Irene. Williamsburg was without power for the most part. Calza and I werenôt able to 
return to Williamsburg until Wednesday. We ended up having a nice extra few days in the 
Hanover and Gettysburg area of South Central Pennsylvania. 
All in all, the 2011 Water Test was an excellent event. I would like to thank Christie Smith and 
the other people who made the event a success. Hopefully, there will not be a hurricane next 
year to make things ñShake, Rattle and Roll.ò
