It does not take much
time for a dog to deteriorate,
their bodies by nature advance in
age and illness a lot faster than
humans. Primo occasionally
regurgitated, which did not seem
frequent enough at fist to worry
since he was able to continue
eating and keep it down after the
initial regurgitation.

When it became more
frequent, | raised my concerns
and Megaesophagus was
NHzt SR 2 dzi =
believed it was an esophageal
pocket that made him
regurgitate when food
accumulated there.

There was nothing that
could be done to correct it and |
should just be vigilant.

He was
always suclae spoiled baby and
such a hard worker when it came
to his water work job. | recalled
his WRD, DD and a try at team
draft when he should have been
retired. We had some hilarious
attempts at a CD on his terms
which got him 2 legs as well as a
first place.

givehim up. | kept analyzing what
went wrong and how | could help
him now that he needed me. He
had had a thumbs up wellness
check a fev months back but
now he was in a state where the
wind could knock him over. His
pads had turned soft and
slippery; whenever he fell he
barked incessantly until he got
help.

| knew he had to learn how to
help himself when | was not
around because mynother
certainly could not help him. |
knew he was smart enough if |
taught him how to manage and
how to use his body and brace
himself.

| put a draft belly belt on him
so we could help him up. We
suffered a lot of back aches, for if
you do this inorrectly even with
the belly belt it was difficult; any
sudden movement would cause
him to slip back down so | added
a harness to steady him. | tried a
stretchy tube top around his
belly which worked well and
helped save my back.

My brother, while viiting
started to make him roasted
chicken soup; yes the cure all.
Well surprise, though we had
tried other foods, Primo was able
to eat the soup and not
regurgitate. | knew Primo needed
traction but the show foot spray |
tried was not enough; | could not
use scatter rugs because they are
dangerous for elderly people.

| decided to make him booties
from the nonskid shelf liner
material and attached them with
Velcro to each foot. Wow what a
difference, Primo gained
confidence when he realized he

had TRACTION. | made several
booties so | could change them
out if his feet got wet from the
grass; constant wet feet can lead
to other problems.
I happily sewed booties and
several belly belts that could be
kept clean. He started thriving on
his roasted clitken soup getting
excited and demanding as he
anticipated his meal. My brother
used buttered toast to tempt
Primo and stimulate his desire to
get up and move.

| checked him frequently for
any foot sores that might have
developed. As an emergency fix
slashed the sides of a canvas tote
bag; it makes a great emergency
sling. Bil Jac dog food was added
to his diet because it turns to
mush when wet and Primo could
easily eat it with his soup.

| added extra vitamins and
made him walk a little bit a4 a
time. His old feet were tender
and could not take walking on
cement so | loaded him up in the
car and we went to the park on
my days off. He walked sideways
as if he had nerve damage and at
times could only turn in one
direction but he loved going to
the park. | noticed he was gaining
muscle tone with the booties and
as he got faster it was hard to
keep them on. New dilemma, as
Primo felt better he also wanted
to sleep in the

cooler spots where he could not
get up without help.

He barkedfor everything.
After weeks of sleepless nights as
he barked to be helped every
time he wanted to switch
positions, eat, drink or go out, |
had to come up with other
solutions. We already ruled out
scatter rugs so | pulled out an
extra 8 x 6 area rug for onef his
favorite spots.

Then | bought several colorful
Yoga mats; they lay flat, my
mother could easily see the
bright colors and they gave Primo
traction without the booties. |
laid the mats in a path to his
food, water, favorite spots and
exits. Trial and error taught me
that | had to remove the thinner
mats because they did not stay in
place like the thicker ones.

| later had to change out some
colors which were difficult for
Primo to see; he was scared to
step on them. The Yoga mats
were agreat success, easy to
clean and Primo started gaining
strength rapidly as he quickly
learned he was safe on them. |
brought his portable screen crate
inside the house to give him a
quiet place for him to snooze and
that he could get up from on his
own.

I made him a harness that
supports his front and rear for
car outings to the vet or park;

there are several available online
to assist dogs. It has been 7
months from the beginning of
this ordeal and you would not
believe how much Primo has
recovered. Today (October 23rd),
he is 10 years old and he no
longer needs his belly belt. He
gets up on his own, plays, rolls
around in the sun, demands to
be fed and will even steal my

He actually leaped from his
step upplatform into my car last
week which happily shocked me.
A visit to the chiropractor helped
realign his body which made him
feel better. | am so pleased at his
progress that | wanted to share
GKAa S6AGK SOSNE2Y
wrong, he is still an old dodyut
he is my old dog and he is very
happy.

These are paths that all
Newfoundland owners may
encounter with our aging dogs or
illnesses that may affect our
beloved pets. | know that not
every dog may recover to the
extent that Primo has but | am
thrilled at his recovery and
wanted to share the different
solutions | had for the problems |
encountered.

My hope is that it may help
someone else give their dog an
opportunity for an improved
quality of life in the fraction of
our lifetime that they share vith
us.
